in restorative practices, will be coming to Roch-
ester as part of Restorative Week, an initiative
of the group Restorative Rochester. e week
of trainings and events, co-sponsored by PiRI,
the M.K. Gandhi Institute for Nonviolence and
other organizations, will culminate in a one-day
conference on restorative practices to be held at
City Hall.

Barter is an exceptionally inspiring and life-
changing person, says PiR1 President, Sue Klas-
sen, Its not only exciting but its important to
the Rochester community to host such a leader in
the Restorative movement.

Barter will be leading two trainings in Restor-
ative Circles. e rst, Building Compassionate
Responses to Con ict in Our Communities, is
an introductory training that will be held Sep-
tember 11th -12th on the University of Rochester
campus. e second training, scheduled for Sep-
tember 13th -15th will be an in-depth training for
circle facilitators, which will combine exploration
and discussion with actual circle work.

In addition to the two trainings, Barter will
deliver the second Dr.  omas C. Castellano
Memorial Lecture, co-sponsored by the
Castellano Memorial Fund and the Rochester
Institute of Technology, on September 14th,

Other events during the week will include a
Facilitator Gathering on  ursday, September
16th, led by restorative trainer Duke Dushcherer.
e Gathering will allow facilitators the chance
to network and to talk about their experiences.
